PROTOCOLS
Letter of Introduction: Reciprocal Club members are required to provide a letter of introduction from their home
Club when making an accommodation booking. The letter may be used for up to six months for multiple stays.

Electronic Communications: All electronic devices are to be on silent mode whilst in the public areas of the
Clubhouse. Guests are requested to use the designated areas for making and receiving phone calls, such as the
phone booth adjacent to the front door and also, the third-floor landing.

Cancellation Policy: Cancellations must be received 24 hours prior to check-in, otherwise the cost of one night’s
accommodation will be charged.

The Pantry is equipped with a desktop computer
and a printer, and guests may use the Scottish House Business Centre for business needs. Entry to Scottish House is
via 3rd floor, next to the Pantry.
